5. Enforce a strong policy on theft prevention.

6. Know your people. Get to know your people by talking to them and feeling them out.

7. Keep accurate sign-in logs and equipment handling logs (part of enforcing the policy)

8. Immediately notify locate law enforcement or security of any theft or occurrence (always contact law-enforcement, even if it is a false alarm)
